Overview:

This course is intended to help students gain a greater understanding of the society in which they live, their roles in that society and the role of Canada within the world.  They will explore the question, “Who is a Canadian?” and examine the multicultural nature of Canadian society.  They will focus on Canada’s six physical regions and examine the unifying forces and challenges facing Canada as a nation.  Students will consider the political, legal and economic processes which affect Canadian society as well as the implications of ever changing technology on their way of life.  They will investigate the role of Canada within the world-its interdependence, relationships, and interactions- and speculate about the future of Canada and their role in it.

Expectations
1.  Be on time and prepared

· Cheating- a ZERO is given both to the student who gave their work and to the student who copied.  A ZERO will also be given for Plagiarism from resource material such as books and the Internet.  

5. Tests
